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From the Pastor

Dear ones,

In the book of the Holy Bible called “Jude,” Jude says that he is writing to “those who have been called, who
are loved by God the Father and kept by Jesus Christ.” (v. 1) | like to think that describes me. How about you?
In my core | believe that | am loved of God and that | am being kept by Jesus Christ. | also believe that | truly do
love God. Still, | sometimes feel that | am not quite fully submitted to the transforming work that God wants to
do in me to conform me to the image of Christ... to make me holy (set apart). | sometimes wonder if | am
resisting in some way.

That means that | probably do need a reminder that the “salvation we share,” (v. 3) that comes not by my own
good behavior but by the merits of Christ. | need to be reminded that God has demonstrated God’s love for me
in that, while | was — and regrettably at times am— a sinner, Christ died for me. Indeed, Christ died for all of us,
and was raised for us, to bring us to eternal life. This is the core of the faith that Jude calls us to contend for; to
affirm it, to stand up for it, and to struggle for it. We are sent into the world to contend for the faith, for
salvation through Christ.

Why? Well, just as in Jude’s day, there are some who contend that we are saved by being a good person, or
that because of what Jesus has done, our sinful behavior means nothing. Both are untenable positions in the
light of Scripture. Jude would have us contend for the salvation that comes to us through the death and
resurrection of Jesus so that others might come to know the riches of God’s mercy toward us; and that they
may know that God intends to deliver us all from slavery to Sin and Death, so that we might be truly free for
joyful and eternal life.

For this purpose, Jude tells us: “build yourselves up in your most holy faith and pray in the Holy Spirit. Keep
yourselves in God’s love as you wait for the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ to bring you to eternal life.” (v. 20-
21)

Dear ones, this is good and timely advice for us as we face great uncertainty in the world and uncertainty in
the future of our denomination, The United Methodist Church. If we daily pray and remind ourselves of God’s
love for us, this can’t help but to focus us on the mission given to us to contend for the faith, and to share the
faith with others. In this way, we become focused on the goodness and certainty of Christ himself and | suspect
that we might love him even more. We may even find ourselves telling others how much we love him. Per-
haps, then, Christ will even use us to “snatch others from the fire and save them.” (v. 23)
