EPWORTH MOMENT:  “School Bells are Ringing.” This is 
the 11th year in a row that 100% of high school seniors 
residing at Epworth for at least 90 days either graduated 
from high school or earned their GED. This is an amazing 
statistic that far exceeds the state’s graduation rate. One 
graduate said “I wouldn’t have graduated had I not come 
to Epworth.” She moved from town to town in her early 
years with a parent who was suffering from substance 
abuse disorder.  Like so many youth placed at Epworth 
she experienced abuse before coming into Epworth’s care 
midway through her junior year. She has been working a 
food service job this summer and will join the military in 
the Fall. She plans to use the   military's tuition benefits to help pay for college.  Beth Williams, President and CEO of 
Epworth, says “An alternative word for graduation is commencement. It is the perfect word to use to describe the     
success of many children at Epworth.  From Epworth Early Intervention Center, which Epworth developed more than 40 
years ago, preschool children who have developmental delays, diagnosed disabilities and those who are at-risk for     
developmental delays receive  programs and services to address their needs. Epworth celebrates “graduation” that   
children in the Center have accomplished as they move out of the Center and into regular school programs at their local 
elementary schools.”
